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A common way to probe food experience is to question people about their food
liking or preference. However, if we want to understand processes that precede
such judgement, and that may underly ultimate food related actions and choices,
we should consider other types of measurement as well. In this talk I will
discuss research that we have done over the last years in collaboration with
Kikkoman. We found several brain-, behavioral, and physiological measures that
reflect food experience and can complement self-report.
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
